Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 1:30 pm by President, Rusty Parker. 
 
Review of Minutes:  The minutes for the July 23th meeting were reviewed by the members of the 
Board.   Norm Scherer moved and Judy Shamitz seconded that we accept the May 20th minutes as 
presented.  Motion passed.

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Francis noted that the HOA received a $100.00 refund from the picnic deposit.  Linda Wolf moved 
that the July Treasurer’s reports be approved as presented.  Norm Scherer seconded the motion.   
Motion passed. 
 
Secretary’s Report:  Complaints:  10 homes out-of-compliance.  Letters were sent to the 1) home 
on Rosser re: weeds, 2) owner of rental home on  Marvin Gardens re: cars parked on side of house, 
3) house on Baltic re: weeds, 4) home on Marvin Gardens re: a trailer being stored on side of 
driveway, 5) 2 homes on Boardwalk re: removal of dead trees, 6) rental home on Boardwalk re: 
weeds, 7) home on Ventnor Way re: weeds, home on Reading Way re: weeds.    Escrows:  We have 
four open escrows.     Nominating Committee:  Joyce Arnold has agreed, pending Board approval 
to fill Audrey Formosa’s position until 12/31/11.  A copy of the Board of Directors Job Duties has 
been sent to a homeowner who said she may run for the Board in September.  The Committee is 
still calling homeowners who may agree to run for the Board.  Rusty Parker moved that we approve 
Joyce Arnold to serve the rest of Audrey Formosa’s term.  Norm Scherer seconded the motion.  
Motion passed.  Notice of Trustee Sale: House at 1480 Marvin Gardens will be sold at auction.  
Sale will take place 9/30/2010 on the front steps of the Yavapai County Courthouse, facing Gurley 
Street.   Annual Meeting:  Everything is set for September 25 at the Meals on Wheels dining room 
for our meeting.  We do need to give them a $100.00 deposit.   The mailing for the Annual Meeting 
will be on September 3rd at Linda Wolf’s home.  We will meet at 10:00 a.m. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
 
Architectural Control Committee:   Rich Strick reported that on 7/21 a letter was sent to Terry 

Savage of Savage Enterprises re: the home at 1307 Raindagger being painted without ACC approval.  

7/23 a letter was sent to Terry Savage of Savage Enterprises re: the home at 1307 Raindagger that 

color selected is not on the list of approved paint colors. 7/30 a letter was sent to Terry Savage of 

Savage Enterprises re: the home at 1307 Raindagger that alternate color is approved and home will 

be repainted.  8/16 approved replacing concrete driveway and walkway with “pavers” for home at 

1302 Raindagger.  Spoke to our attorney re: needing disclosure for lot 406-447 and disclosure 

and/or deeds for CR269. 270 and 271. 

 
Maintenance:  Period 07/22/2010 – 08/18/2010:    Duties of the Maintenance Coordinator:  
The duties of the Maintenance Director have been changed to reflect changing maintenance needs.   
The Board discussed also having a paid independent contractor (maintenance coordinator) to assist 
with those needs.  The Board approved using a job description that specified the duties of the 
“Maintenance Coordinator”. Charles Vismeg moved that we use the title “Maintenance Coordinator” 
for the duties currently being fulfilled by John Newhall.  Judy Shamitz seconded the motion.  Motion 
passed:     
Met with John Newhall to discuss his role and function in the Maintenance Team, and defined how 
to track Maintenance projects with efficiency and accountability.  . Maintenance Contract  Signed 
and faxed Tropicare's Landscape contract to perform Common area CR 407 remaining ditches for 
rework ($1,800.00).  Drainage: Met with Frank Colona of Tropicare, re: Common area CR 407 
where the remaining main ditch tributaries rework is authorized. Unfortunately recent rains made 
the terrain unworkable.  Frank will wait until the ground is dry.  Weeds:  Charged $1,200.00 for the 
month of July vacant lot cleanups.   Tracking System:  Developed a tracking system to record the 
cost for vacant lots and which ones have been completed.   We would like Francis to record his 
payment status on the Worksheets and return them to me for electronic filing. Tumbleweeds:  
Owner of home at 1743 Boardwalk Ave. reports tumbleweeds rolling onto her property originating 
from unsold lots on Raindagger. Charles met with Terry Savage about the weeds. Erosion Damage 
is developing in a ditch between two houses.  Drain is a street runoff collector Ditch ("J" on the 
Map), draining part of Oriental Ave and Marvin Gardens Lane.   Inspection revealed that the cement 
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bottom is eroding. Patch work will be needed.  Vacant Lot:   Reminder Letter was sent to vacant lot 
owner, to pay for clean-up of lot ($150.00).  John has been working with Tropicare on the vacant 

lots.  Because of the very wet winter, spring and now monsoons, we may have to do a second 

round of weed removal. Plats’ Blue lines: Borrowed plats' blue lines of the Subdivision for 
reprographics size reduction on black line prints.   Maintenance will use the prints for job tracking 
reasons.  Rosser Mirror:  Called Jim Atkinson re: any legal responsibilities mirror issue, office 
closed for vacation.    RV Lot: recent rains accelerated weed growth on the RV lot property. 
Contractor has been notified to attend the job.  Solar Security Light No. 1 of 4 was installed on 
existing light pole, adjacent to the entry gate and tool shed.  Charles noted that he submitted an 
invoice in the amount of $338.53 for reimbursement for solar lights and auxiliary materials for the 
RV Lot. No changes in vacancies from last month.  Common Area:  Received bid of $190.00 for 
Tropicare to spray/removal of weeds from Common areas sidewalk cracks and crevices.   Francis 
Joanes moved that we approve $190.00 for Tropicare to spray/remove weeds from common area 
sidewalk cracks and crevices on both Raindagger and Atlantic .   Linda Wolf seconded.  Motion 
passed.  Conflict with neighbor: Owner of lot on Marvin Gardens called again about his 
unresolved problem with neighbor who has her backyard drainage dumping on his for-sale vacant 
lot #89. Previously I made it clear that the HOA does not get involved in such matters; he should 
discuss this with his neighbor, or seek legal means.  I told that I'd ask the Board whether we would 
consider writing a HOA letter to neighbor to do drainage revision on her property to eliminate this 
noncompliance with drainage rules.  Greg Toth City Drainage Engineer:   will need about 10 
minutes for his presentation to explain what his plans are to upgrade our main drainage Channels.   
He expects another 10 – 20 minute Q & A period. 
 
Communication:  The May minutes and August – October issue of the Quail Trail have been posted 
on the website.  
 
Social Committee:  Marilyn Hurst reported noted that the annual garage is scheduled for Friday, 
September 10th and Saturday, the 11th.   Marilyn suggested that we show Paddie Braden our 
appreciation for all the hard work she has done for Cliff Rose by purchasing a gift certificate for her 
to be given to her at the Annual Meeting.  Judy Shamitz moved that we purchase a gift card for 
Paddie Braden in the amount of $100.00 in appreciation for all she has done for Cliff Rose.  Francis 
Joanes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
 
Because the Annual Meeting will be held September 25th, there will not be a regular 
meeting.  
 
The next regularly scheduled meeting will be held on Thursday, October 21st at 1:30 pm.
