Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 1:30 pm by President, Rusty Parker. 
 

Review of Minutes:  The minutes for the October 21st meeting were reviewed by the members of the 
Board.   Norm Scherer moved and Francis Joanes seconded that we accept the October minutes as 
corrected.  Motion passed.

Francis noted that property taxes and insurance were paid. He also noted that there was a dispute re: 
the Tropicare invoice re: lot 431.  Lot 431 went into foreclosure.  Information was received that the lot 
has been deeded back to Terry Savage. Francis reported that $5,000 was moved into checking to pay 
the taxes and insurance. Frances noted that there are 34 occupied RV lots and 7 vacancies.   Norm 
Scherer moved that we approve the treasurer’s report. Linda Wolf seconded the motion. Motion 
passed. 
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Secretary’s Report:  Complaints:  Letters were sent to 1939 Baltic Ave. re: weeds, they have been 
done, 1462 Rosser re: a chair in front yard; it has been removed, and to 1796 Rosser Ave. re: too many 
election signs.  Escrows:  We have three open escrows.  They are at: 1730 Baltic Ave., 1302 Raindagger 
Dr. and 1718 Baltic Ave. (it is a short sale). Vacant Lots: Letters were mailed to the owners of vacant 
lots re: it being necessary to do another round of weeding this year.  Next year a letter will be sent 
early in the year informing them that if we deem it necessary, we will automatically do two rounds of 
weeding next year and each year thereafter.  Common Areas:  The Secretary made a visit to the tax 
assessor’s office several weeks ago re: the tax bill we received.   A clerk at the office explained that the 
reason we received such a high bill this year was because in order for the assessor to count land 
deeded to the HOA as common area¸ legally it needs to be deemed as common area.  The paperwork 
asking for the common area exemption had to be filled out in November of 2009.  It was deeded to us 
in 2010.  She gave the secretary the appropriate paperwork.  It was filled out and taken back to the 
Assessor’s office.  Two common areas including the RV lot will be combined with the other common 
areas for tax purposes.  The change will show up in Tax year 2011. Weeds:  Had phone call from 
homeowner re: weeds on the developer’s land behind Tatum Street.  She called John Sandri, he said the 
weeds would be removed.    

 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
Architectural Control Committee:  Rusty reported that a roof was approved for 1939 Atlantic.   He 
noted that Pasadena Corp. Construction will be constructing a house at 1932 Atlantic.  He noted that 
the blue prints have not yet been approved because of 1) drainage needs and 2) the setback is in 
reality only feet from the street and 3) there is not room for parking for 2 cars.   The committee 
approved a cement patio in back of 993 St. James.  A sunshade was approved for 1700 Baltic Ave.   
Requesst for landscaping change at 1550 Marvin Gardens Lane and lattice work for enclosure for 
garbage cans were approved.  Rusty noted that the ACC Committee consists of himself, Dick Kennett, 
Rich Strick, and Ed Braden.  Rusty noted that he would like to continue on the Committee after leaving 
the Board and, for Rudi Wolf to serve on the committee.  Charles Vismeg moved that we accept Rudi 
Wolf and Rusty Parker as members of the Architectural Control Committee.  Motion passed. 
 
Maintenance:   Storm Issues:  Charles reported at the October Board of Directors Meeting, that 
Maintenance would accept responsibility to arrange a meeting for the homeowners at 1491 Marvin 
Gardens with city engineer Greg Toth re: their drainage problem.  Their neighbors’ drainage has been 
running through their property, where the August 27th storm caused significant erosion.   The 
property line markers are missing, which creates a basis for dispute amongst the neighbors.  The 
expectation is that corrective measures will be taken to define where the actual property lines are, and 
if necessary, requesting re-surveying. Once the boundary lines are located, the drainage routes have to 
be and can be agreed on.  Meeting with the owners at 1491 Marvin Gardens Lane and Greg Toth was 
held at the owner’s residence and went very well. Further action expected, including a TBD meeting 
with storm-affected Cliff Rose residents re: an engineering evaluation effort to define design guidelines 
for drainage improvements based on the storm's behavior or anatomy.  Emailed Greg Toth to thank 
him for personally involved with the owners of 1491 Marvin Gardens Lanes' drainage problem. The 
email also informed him that the CRHOA has means to notify homeowners in a short time re: a meeting 
with homeowner affected by the 8/27 microburst. Problem exists with absentee owners of Lot #336 
owners, the Emmons, who live in Scottsdale, AZ. Their phone is not connected and no response to 
letter and pictures that were sent to them. The pictures were taken on their eroding hillside to Ventnor 
Circle, requesting earth moving job to be authorized.  Owner of property at 1486 Marvin Gardens Lane; 
Lot #63) called for an inspection of his property that had a near miss with the 8/27 storm.  Lot #63 is 
the lowest lying property on the South bank of Ditch "A"/ Ravine, nearly being washed away by the 
8/27 downburst.  The strong down flow of the runoff, combined with the flood water from his 
neighbor, Paul Russo's devastated property partially redirected the runoff toward his back fence, 
creating a new channel.  A future down flow could follow this new channel and seriously damage his 
property.   Greg Toth called to let us know that the agenda for next week’s City Council meeting will 
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have a single topic, drainage improvements.   New engineering design work to make necessary 
changes to inadequate Cliff Rose drainage will begin soon.  Mr. Toth will contact us sometime in 
December to schedule anticipated homeowners meeting with City of Prescott Public Works Drainage 
Engineering. John Bustamante (1983 Bloomingdale, Carrington Homes) called again regarding his 
expectation of reimbursement of his $2,000.00 expenditure to restore his yard damage that occurred 
on August 27, when eroded soil by flood water, from Common area CR406 ended in his yard, causing 
damage. In our conversation he understood that CRHOA is not footing bills on flood damages, but will 
improve drainage on the Utility Access Road to improve drainage system. However, the City will have 
to do some engineering on St. Charles Ave to direct drainage away from residents. We should be united 
in encouraging the City of Prescott to do their part.  He seemed to be more receptive and pacified by 
the end of our conversation. Owner of Vacant Lot #316 called from Seattle, WA. She asked about her 
vacant lot's condition.  Some pictures were taken and emailed to her. This was just a personal favor 
and not at HOA's expense.   Visited some Oriental Ave homeowners who are currently being aided in 
their cleanup effort from the 8/27 floods by their non-denominational church group. The community 
effort really was impressive.  Weeds:  Owners at 1290 Annolen Place; Lot #400 called to complain 
about the tall weeded area next to her home, which turned out to be the undeveloped Savage property 
just East of Cloudstone Homes. Coincidently meeting with Terry Savage he said that the property was 
to be weeded the very next day. -  The weeding was done the next day.  Owner of home at 1535 
Mediterranean Lane; Lot #94 and vacant Lot #95) called in response to the letter that HOA mailed out 
to vacant lot owners about needed 2nd weeding this wetter than normal year. She recently became a 
widow and moved from Cliff Rose. Her old home and vacant lot are up for sale. She asked what to do 
about the weeds?  Upon inspecting her property, she needs weeding done. Pics taken and will be sent 
to her.  Landscape Contractors:  One maintenance/landscaping contractor was given a guided tour in 
Cliff Rose to see what the scope of requirements will be to base their quote on. Request for quotation 
(RFQ) were sent out to (4) more maintenance/landscapist contractors that were selected from a list of 
local businesses. This brings the total to (10) RFQs that we expect response from.     Invoices:  Latest 
Tropicare invoices were signed off and handed over to Treasurer.   Common Areas: Maintenance 
verified the cleanup of Common area CR140 Utility Access Road. The chain with an inoperable padlock 
was replaced on the entry gate at N. Savage Lane.  A diseased tree was removed as scheduled on 
CR141, and weeding and cleanup were accomplished.  RV Lot: The RV Lot chain gate lock became 
inoperable and had to be cut off. Henry Ebbets has a warranty on the lock and will be replaced free of 
charge.  ACC -  The owner of home at 1551 Marvin Gardens Lane) called and asked if she needs new 
roofing after her AC man reported poor conditions up there. This is an ACC issue will refer to them.    
Owner at 1736 Baltic, Lot #360) is having drainage problem with absentee landlord neighbor, who 
has his house rented. The renters and the homeowner do not keep up the yard, but the property never 
had a defined drainage. Consequently the runoff from the property is randomly overflowing on Joyce's 
meticulously kept yard, causing damage.  Pictures were taken for documentation.  Comment: There are 
numerous instances throughout the community where illegal drainage exists. This is an issue and could be 
addressed with the City Public Works Dept, while working on the general drainage improvement. They 
could send notice out to the residents to remind them of City Codes or face fines if not complying with 
existing Ordinances.  Maintenance Team: At the Maintenance Team meeting the topics included the 
following: 

¶ Frank Colona is no longer with Tropicare as Gen. Mgr.; 
¶ Doug Jones, adult son of company owner Anita Jones has taken over the 

managerial position at Tropicare; 
¶ John Newhall handed over (3) Tropicare maintenance invoices that he has OKd 

for payment; 
¶ Vacant Lot #431 was weeded prior to our knowledge that it is no longer under 

HOA maintenance, since Savage Construction owns it now; 
¶ Maintenance will follow up payments coming from absentee lot owners to pay 

for 2nd weeding.  We required additional cleanup this year.

Subjects are shown in reverse  
chronological order:  Please note: Invoice is being provided to Treasurer to reimburse cost involved  
with photo processing, current and past activity. 

¶ Lot #63 (1487 Marvin Gardens Lane) erosion caused by the 8/27 downburst   
¶ Lot #360 (1736 Baltic Ave) drainage problem caused by neighbor 
¶ Lot #95 (vacant) & Lot #94 (1535 Mediterranean Lane) weeding status. Homeowner is 

widowed and moved to Seal Beach, CA  
 

Communication:  The November – January issue of the Quail Trail was mailed on October 31st.  
Included in the envelope was the summary of the Annual Meeting.    The August minutes, the 
November-January issue of the Quail Trail and the November Board Meeting agenda were posted on 
our website.   
 
Social Committee:  Marilyn Hurst reported that she welcomed one new homeowner and one new 
renter to Cliff Rose.  
 
Legislative.   Rusty reporting for Paddie Braden noted that there may be a slight delay in the planning 
for the Rosser Street Calming Project.  The bids are going out in early December.  There will probably not 

be any action before January or February. A meeting re: the Calming Project will be scheduled for Cliff Rose 

residents sometime in December at the Adult Center.  
 
New Business:  Rusty wanted to thank everyone for all their help during his tenure as President of the 
Board of Directors.  He enjoyed his time on the Board.  He asked everyone to be thinking of who will be 
serving as Officers in 2011.
