February 24, 2011

 Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 1:30 pm by President, Jim Pickering. 
 

Review of Minutes:  The minutes for the January 20th meeting were reviewed by the members of the 
Board.   Norm Scherer moved and Francis Joanes seconded that we accept the January minutes as 
presented.  Motion passed. 
 
Treasurer’s Report:  Francis Joanes presented the January, 2011 reports for review by the Board.

Francis noted there were no major expenses in January.  He sent reminders about the 2011 annual 
dues to 30 homeowners.  He also sent reminders that rent for the RV lots are now due.   Francis led 
discussion on whether or not we should re-consider staying with Arizona Credit Union or go to 
Summit Bank.  Francis will check into any fees the bank may impose.  He reported that state and IRS 
tax returns have been completed.   They must be done electronically.  Linda moved that the January 
Treasurer’s Report be approved as presented.  Norm seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
 
Secretary’s Report:   Escrows:  Linda reported that we have four open escrows.  They are at: 1828 
Boardwalk Ave., 1480 Marvin Gardens, 1965 Boardwalk Ave., and 1701 States St.   One escrow has 
closed since our January, 2011 meeting.  The home is at 1840 Boardwalk Ave. (May Jane and Bill Van 
Helden).   Dues:  She has continued to post the 2011 dues and sending the report on to Francis.  
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Letters:  Sent letters to owner of home at 1949 Boardwalk Ave. re: storage of flagstone in front yard.  
Have not yet heard back.  A letter was sent to the owner of home at 1944 Ventnor Circle re: the renters.  
We need the name of the renters for our files. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
Architectural Control Committee:  Norm reported that the committee approved a rear yard fence at 
1939 Raindagger Ave. and construction of a free standing shed at 1840 Boardwalk Ave.; the color will 
match the house.   
The Committee tentatively approved plans for a new home at 1932 Atlantic.  The builder was notified 
that the committee needs colors for the exterior walls and trim, roofing materials and color, a 
landscape plan and a city building permit number in order to obtain final approval.  
The committee received a request for repainting of a home at 1494 Marvin Gardens.  The colors 
requested do not match colors previously approved by the Board, so an exception/waiver is requested.  
Norm showed the Board the color sample for the trim.  It is very close to a color in the Cliff Rose 
palette.   Discussion ensued.  Norm moved that we approve the variance.  Charles seconded the motion.  
Motion passed.  
 
Norm noted that the sign is up again at the home at 1458 Rosser.  Jim will make a personal visit to 
advise them that they are out-of-compliance with HOA rules.  
 
Maintenance:  Charles reported:   Tropicare: Received Tropicare Landscaping Services invoices for 
maintenance services rendered in the month of November 2010.   Completed work for December 
included trees and bushes trimmed, weeds line trimming, sidewalk debris and dirt removal, two fence 
posts reinforcement at the gate to CR406 ( no charge for this one under warranty) and weeds line trim 
on Raindagger and States Street.  RV Lot: Henry Ebbets reported that snow banks were blocking the 
entrance road to the RV Lot at the end of Rycosa.   Checked the City policy regarding snow removal in 
the residential area clarified the City's process from liability. This subject is addressed in the current 
Quail Trail Newsletter in more detail.  The RV Lot access revealed a passable road. However the dirt 
road portion of the access is in poor shape. Re-grading will be required this calendar year.  Charles will 
speak with John Sandri on whether he would be available for the job.  Will also consider other 
contractors.   Maintenance Contract:  A letter of appreciation for contract proposals were faxed to 
those bidders who were not chosen by the Board.  A thank you letter that included our expectations 
was the subject of the letter sent to Tropicare.  Draft of the Contract document was prepared for the 
two parties' signature. Anita Jones, owner of Tropicare Landscaping Services was contacted to 
participate in a combined business lunch and contract signing event.   Drainage:  Contacted Greg Toth 
City Drainage Engineer to re: the status on the area drainage rework plan. The Board members were 
briefed on the essence of the discussion via email. Pertinent to Rosser Street is the recently observed 
civil engineering group working with surveying equipments in the area. This is the beginning phase of 
the public works that Greg Toth talked about earlier.  Utility Road Gate:  Marilyn Hurst contacted 
Charles to tell him that the gate to the Utility Access Road at the Pond was wide open, unlocked, and 
has been for some time.  His onsite investigation found the combination lock dysfunctional. Situation 
was resolved in 24 hours.  The Board was briefed on this via email on the 7th of February.  Pond:  John 
Newhall informed Charles that he received a call from Mr. Charles Hall, homeowner at 1806 Shortline 
Lane.  He observed some water leakage near the Pond, close to a manhole. Charles contacted Mr. Hall 
and mentioned that the area has some live natural springs, although mostly just seepage, and offered 
to look into this even though it's doubtful that there is a sewer line discharge in the area. Mr. Hall then 
started vehemently opposing any action regarding the subject, and abruptly ended their conversation 
by hanging up the phone.  Mirror on Rosser Street: Contacted owner of home at 1803 Shortline Lane 
who has been helpful in our investigation at the time of our Rosser mirror problem. Recently the 
reappearance of the two previously vandalized traffic detecting convex mirrors raise the question; 
who, when and why?  Charles thought that the homeowners decided to chip in, but that's not the case.  
He contacted the offices of the City of Public Works and is expecting return of his call from person who 
authorized the installation, as they deserve a thank you from CRHOA.  Backup Valves:  Spoke with the 
son of a homeowner regarding the published City notices on sewer line backup valve ruling as

pertinent to home owners.  He wanted to know what if anything we'll have to do.  Charles responded 
that he does not have to take any action.  Vacant Lots:  Discussion ensued re: the verification of 
payments for weed control on the vacant lots.  Francis noted that $1,600 in costs for the fall weeding 
has not yet been paid by the owners. Charles is proposing a revision to our tracking, documenting 
process in maintenance affecting vacant lots. 
 
Communication:  Linda reported that the February issue of the Quail Trail was mailed on the first of 
February; and the November, 2010 minutes were posted on the website.. 
 
Social Committee:  Marilyn reported that she contacted several new residents and gave them 
information on Cliff Rose.   She was contacted by a homeowner who complained that her newspaper is 
being stolen.   
 
Legislative.   Rosser Street: Paddie reported that drainage work on Rosser Street will begin in June. 
She noted that the Board needs to start working on a plan for the median that will be installed on 
Rosser Street.  Paddie spoke with someone at the City about the replacement of the mirror on Rosser 
Street.  Who replaced it is a bit of a mystery; but would like to say thank you to whoever did it.   The 
City will be meeting with upper Rosser Street residents on March 3rd to talk to them about possibly 
removing the traffic calming islands in their area.  Paddie met with Mr. Matteringly re: the sidewalk on 
highway 89.   The City Council had an Executive meeting last Tuesday re: the backwater valve issue.  
 
New Business:   A trailer has been parked on Boardwalk for over 72 hours.  A letter will be sent to the 
owner.  Parking:   Discussion ensued re: the issue of too many cars being parked on the streets. Paddie 
suggested that we contact the city and ask if we could have a sign designating parking on only one side 
of the street.   Utility trail.  Charles noted that the large utility trail above Boardwalk is severely eroded 
and will need to be regarded this year.  Charles is working on an evaluation and will report back to the 
Board on what needs to be done.  
 
The next regularly scheduled meeting will be held on Thursday, March  February 17th at 1:30 pm at 
Judy Shamitz’s home.
