Linda Wolf moved that the July and August, 2011 reports be accepted as presented. Marilyn seconded
the motion. Motion passed

Secretary’s Report: Escrows: The secretary reported that we have six new open escrows. They are
at 1945 Oriental Ave., 1486 Marvin Gardens, 1808 Shortline, 1479 Marvin Gardens, 1542 Marvin
Gardens and 1714 States. Seven escrows have closed. The addresses are: 1718 Baltic Ave., 1490
Marvin Gardens, 1787 Boardwalk, 1962 Boardwalk, 1811 Shortline Ave., and 1815 Reading Lane. An
FYI, 19 escrows have closed since January. Secretary checked to see how many may be short sales or
foreclosures. Four were foreclosures. To her knowledge the rest were regular sales. Letters: Six
letters were written since our last meeting to: owner of rental at 1709 Tatum re: garbage cans in the
road; 1936 Ventnor Way re: empty lot maintenance; owner of rental at 1957 Boardwalk re: a utility
trailer parked in the driveway; owner of property at 1706 Tatum, re: damage to neighbor’s property; 2
letters were sent to owner of rental at 1906 Oriental re: trash in front yard and garbage cans. Will
begin fining daily starting 9/18 if is not taken care by then. Fall Maintenance: Letters are ready to
mail to lot owners who did not return an agreement for the fall weeding. Annual Meeting: The
Announcement and ballots/biographies were sent out August 31st. A draft of our agenda for the
annual meeting is ready. The Board discussed having Rules and Regulations specifically for tenants.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: Architectural Control Committee: Rusty reported that the Committee 1)
approved paint colors for 1815 Boardwalk Ave. 2 ) Approved new construction paint colors at 1701
States St. We are still waiting for a landscaping design. 3) Approved repainting colors for house at
1749 States St. 4) Approved construction of a yard shed at 1950 Boardwalk Ave. 5) Approved
construction of a pergola at 1706 Baltic Ave. ) Approved building a utilities enclosure at 1700 Baltic
Ave. 6) Approved colors for re-painting at 1700 Baltic Ave.



Maintenance: Charles Vismeg reported: Rosser Street repaving/Drainage Project: Met with Jim
Pickering, George Henderson Prescott City Rosser Street reconstruction supervisor and Ron Downey
in front of Ron’s home on Rosser Street where the road work has had some damaging affect on his
front landscaping. The location is just east of the Cliff Roseign, otherwise identified as Common Area
CR365. Ron asked if once the street work is done in that area, if there could be some landscaping
restoration on his frontal property and on CR365. CLM Company completed that section of Rosser
Street and restored Ron’s front property very nicely, needing no additional effort. Ron is satisfied with
their job. Photo documentation was made. Weed Clearing: Work began on clearing weeds from the
vacant lots. Director noted that even though vacant lots throughout the subdivision are looking quite
weedy, Maintenance is aware of this and deliberately holding action on them until about mid month
September to avoid a need for a third weeding this year. Assistance to Homeowner: Received a call
from owners of 1292 Raindagger Dr, informing me of drainage concern at their property. [ agreed to
come the next day and take a look. They showed me that the drainage is not defined around their new
home. They still live in So Cal, only are here on weekends. Their property was trespassed on by trucks
delivering rip-rap material to a neighboring lot. The owners’ lot is adjacent to the future Blooming
Hills Dr. The neighbor’s contractor assumed that they were accessing the job site over a designated
road. In fact they were trespassing on Lot #433. To enable truck deliveries, the terrain had to be
reasonably leveled where previously drainage channel existed, causing the owner’s concern over
possible mud and dirt erosion damage to their property in the event of a rainstorm. A cordial
agreement was reached; all damages will be corrected and storm drainage will be reestablished by the
neighbors’ contractor after the rock laying job is finished. Damage from vacantlot: Secretary
informed me about the absentee property owners who own Vacant Lot #336 (1936 Ventnor Circle).
The periphery of their property is eroding into the street and some utility accesses are blocked by the
erosion. Secretary sent letter to ask the owners to attend their property. Otherwise action may be
initiated by the City to compel them for corrective action. Solar Lamps: While checking the area
around the 89 and Rosser Street “Cliff Rose” sign area, Director found that one of the two solar
powered floodlights was broken. The other one was on the ground. Took both home. Neither one
works. Complaint: Owner at 1715 Tatum Pl (Lot #388) called, reporting trash and recycle cans next
door, in the front of 1709 Tatum Pl (Lot #339). Picture documentation was made. This seems to be a
permanent condition, according to her. Solar Lamp - Discussion ensued re: the solar lighting at 89
and Rosser. The board agreed not to replace them right now. Weed removal should be done by mid-
month for the fall. Letters will be going out to some of the owners.

Communication: The Augustissue of the Quail Trail was mailed. The June minutes were posted on
our website.

Social Committee: Marilyn noted that she visited 3 or 4 new residents since our last meeting.
Marilyn asked the board to remember to bring ice chests for beverages. She will purchase water and 4
boxes of wine (2 each red and white).

Legislative: Rosser Street: Paddie reported that there will not be a sidewalk all the way to 89 at this
time. There are so many utilities at that corner. George Sheets of Prescott Creeks Preservation wanted
to take out the shrubs near the utilities. Prescott Lakes It was noted that there have been complaints about
CIliff Rose residents driving through their gate by car. Apparently, they wait for the gate to open and follow
the Prescott Lakes resident(s) through the gate. Paddie read a letter from Jeff Davis, of Prescott Lakes
written in 2003, regarding allowing Cliff Rose residenté pedestrian access to Prescott Lakes. The letter noted
that Cliff Rose residents may use the pedestrian gates at the Smoke Tree and Blooming Hills Drive gated
entrances into the Estates. They went on to note that they are not obligated to provide pedestrian access into
the Estates neighborhood south of Blooming Hills Drive gates along Northridge Drive. They are also not
obligated to provide access into the Parkside neighborhood. The letter also addressed a strip of land that
abuts Cliff Rose. The land runs between Blooming Hills and Cliff Rose residential and common areas. It
starts at St. James and Blooming Hills. There is a split rail fence that runs to almost where the Cliff Rose
fence begins. That area between the fence and the sidewalk belongs to Prescott Lakes. They noted that per
to negotiations with homeowners along Putnam Place from the St. James connection to Blooming Hills Drive
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west, they installed landscaping a cedar two-rail fence and hydro seeding. They will not, however, maintain
the landscaping.

New Business:

The secretary noted that because we have so many separate Rules & Regulations as well as our “Rules
& Regulations” that we list all of the Rules and Regulations as being part of the “Rules and Regulations”
She also noted that homeowners are confused about the “Architectural Control Committee Criteria for
Homeowners”. They don’t think they are “rules”. She suggested that we change the name to
“Architectural Control Committee Rules & Regulations”. Discussion ensued re: the changes. Marilyn
Hurst moved that we change the title to “Architectural Control Committee Rules & Regulations”. Jim
Pickering seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Marilyn noted that she had a complaint regarding a tenant who lives in the house on the corner of
Oriental and Boardwalk. He has been having an ongoing garage sale. Marilyn called the owner to
inform them of the problem. The City has a rule on how often people can have garages sales.
