Tony Perinno received an E-mail from his son 
in San Diego advising him to look at a video on 
www.peiferlock.com/alert-bump-keys.htm  -- 
wow, its scary.  But, it is enlightening and you 
should view it.  It demonstrates how the bad 
guys can make and use “Bump Keys” to open 
most door and bolt locks.  It shows how an 
inexperienced person can open a lock in less 
than five seconds to break into a house.  In fact, 
the more expensive the locks, the quicker they 
can be unlocked.

But what can make one more uncomfortable, is 
going onto www.google.com and searching on 
“Bump Keys.”  There are pages of links to sites 
that describe the Bump Key method, how it 
works, and detail instructions for making and 
using the Bump Keys.  There are even several 
web sites that offer to sell the keys for a couple 
of dollars.

It seems like the bad guys have all the 
information they need to overcome our door 
locks.   Hmmm, should I immediately replace 
my door and bolt locks with one of the two 
they’ve identified as being immune to this 
method of opening?  How much of a risk is 
there to our Cliff Rose Residences?

Steve Skurja, of the Prescott Police 
Department, advises that the Bump Key 
knowledge isn’t new.  It’s been on the Internet 
for several years.  So far, they don’t know of 
ANY of these kinds of break-ins in Prescott.  
That kind of break-in would be suspected if 
there were reports of entry or missing goods 
without visible forced entry.

However, if a resident is really concerned that a 
bad guy might target his house, there are 
several measures that can be taken, besides 
replacing the locks.  There are only a very few 
that are not susceptible to “Bumping”, anyway. 
A vibration sensor can be mounted to the 
inside of the door.   My son in Phoenix has 
installed a burglar alarm that must have a 
special code punched in within 30 seconds of 
the door being opened.  Entry prevention 
chains can be kept latched at all times (exit 
being made through the garage door when 
leaving the residence).

 Perhaps the most effective thing to do, in all 
cases, is to keep neighbors aware of your 
comings and goings.  Keep your eyes open for 
strangers in the neighborhood and report them 
to the police; and involve yourself with your 
local Neighborhood Watch Program.
