I trust that those of you who attended our annual 
meeting gained  insight into some of our HOA’s  
situation. Several people commented on outside 
lighting being too bright. Cliff Rose H.O.A. adopted 
the General Architectural Guidelines, last revised 
7/31/03. These are considered part of our Rules and 
Regulations and state: "Maximum frosted 25 watt 
incandescent or 4 watt fluorescent exterior lights are 
acceptable. Stronger lights are unacceptable."
    

We had a very poor showing of candidates to serve 
a two year term on the Board. We are losing three 
long term members, each serving 4 years each - and 
had only two incoming candidates who were 
automatically elected.

I have had several calls from concerned residents 
complaining about various conditions and making 
statements that the H.O.A. is a "do-nothing outfit." We 
are all volunteers and we do our best to follow the 
rules and help resolve disagreements while taking 
care of our primary responsibilities - the common 
areas. I think that, rather than complaining, more 
people should get involved with running the 
operation. I can tell you the pay is bad and the 
appreciation is lacking. Other than that, it has some 
rewards when we do work together to solve many 
problems.
