Most of you know that night lights are an ongoing 
issue in our community.  It truly is not necessary to 
completely light up your house at night for safety 
reasons.  I’m from Southern California where one can 
almost read a newspaper under the night lights.  
When my husband and I first moved to Prescott, I did 
not feel comfortable with the dark skies; I was  not 
accustomed to unlit neighborhoods.  Soon,  I learned 
about the Dark Skies ordinance (yes  there is  an
ordinance in Yavapai County).  Both professional 
and amateur astronomers (and just plain star gazers) 
need unlit skies to see the stars.  Did you know that 
bright lights at night also affect wildlife?  

In the last 3 years Cliff Rose has become more lit up 
at night.  Please take a minute  to do an audit of your 
night light usage.  Sensor lights are actually safer than 
lights that are left on all night.   Sensor lights come on 
and tell the homeowner that someone or something 
has crossed in front of the beam.   If you install sensor 
lights you will also notice a decrease in your electric 
bill (in today's world a bonus).

The Maintenance & Improvements Corner

This is a good time to revisit some topics we discussed 
at the annual meeting in September and to give you 
an update on recent developments.

Cliff Rose east entrance sign: you've probably 
noticed that the old sign on Rosser and highway 89 is 
gone and a new one in its place. Thanks to Bill Hurst 
for his help with this project and for overseeing the 
construction.

Bat House at the pond area: Paul Cloke is working on 
gathering information and will collaborate with 
Dave Snively in assembling the houses.   We plan to 
meet with homeowners who live near the proposed 
site; this will be discussed at the April Board meeting.

Drainage issues:
1) An ongoing item is the need for more work in the 
Common Area above Boardwalk and below 
Ventnor; I will follow up on this with Ron Reed. 
Nothing further was done in 2007.
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2) We recently learned that the Common Areas in  
new Units 6 and 7 have already been deeded over 
to us (ie, from the developer to the HOA). We want 
to meet with the developer to discuss whether they 
have complied with applicable legislated drainage 
requirements.  

3) A continuing area of concern is the erosion that is 
taking place at the northwest end of CR 407 (ie, the 
Blooming Hills Common Area) where newly 
created drainage swales from our property empty 
into a small ditch and then into the culvert underneath 
Blooming Hills Drive. After a number of attempts and 
a meeting with our attorney, who drafted a letter to 
the Prescott Lakes HOA, we were able to arrange a 
meeting with MP3 (the developers of Prescott lakes). 
Questions were raised, the implication being that we 
might have inadvertently created a new drainage 
pattern that is contributing to the erosion taking place 
near and under our fence. I will make a visit to the 
City to discuss this with their engineers and review the 
drainage plan; further action will depend on what 
we learn.   

4) Erosion concerns above houses on Atlantic and 
below Ventnor.  We did some (volunteer) ditch 
deepening and rip rap of the area immediately 
above the property lines of one of our homeowners 
and a Carrington homeowner.  Some grading needs 
to be done in the utility (sewer) easement above 
where we worked; we'll be talking to the developer 
about this and ask for some assistance from them on 
this project.

5)  Erosion concern in Ditch "A" on the southeast side 
of Marvin Gardens: I will meet soon with the 
homeowner adjacent to this ditch, to try to get a 
better handle on this problem and will take action 
accordingly.

6) Pond dredging: this will be reviewed again this 
year, as we continue to see silt deposited in the pond 
due to erosion problems upstream in another 
development.

No action has been taken yet on replacing/moving 
the Rosser St. bulletin board around the corner to 
Boardwalk.  We need to monitor costs of other
projects including potential dredging of the pond  this 
year. If there is money in the budget for this project, it 
will be considered.

Three different designs were discussed:
1) Traffic circle at Boardwalk, median from Tatum 
to Boardwalk, from Pacific to SR89.
2) Traffic circle at Boardwalk, chicanes from 
Tatum to Boardwalk, from Pacific to SR 89.
3)  Traffic circle at Boardwalk, chicanes from 
Tatum to Boardwalk, and median from Pacific to 
SR 89 (or vice versa).

An open house meeting will be held for the public 
to view the recommendations of Olsson Associates 
to the City of Prescott.
